When it comes to your health information, you have certain rights.

Get an electronic or paper co?y of your medical record . . . .
- You can ask to see or get an electronic or paper copy of your medical record and other health information we have about you. Ask us how to do this.
+ We will provide a copy or a summary of your health'information, usually within 30 days of your request. We may charge a reasonable, cost-based fee.

Ask us to correct your medical record: . . o . .
+You can ask us to request a correction of your health information about you that you think is incorrect or incomplete. Ask us how to do this.
- We may say “no” to your request, but we'll tell you why in writing within'60 days.

Request confidential communications . . .
- You can ask us to contact you in a specific way (for example, home or office phone) or to send mail to a different address.
- We will say “yes” to all reasonable requests.

Ask us to limit what we use or share ) . . . o

- You can ask us not to use or share certain health information for treatment, payment, or our operations. We are not required to agree to your request, and we may say “no” if it would affect your
care.

- If you pay for a service or health care item out-Qf-]pocke'g in full, you can ask us not to share that information for the purpose of payment or our operations with your health insurer. We will
say “yes"unless a law requires us to share that information.

Get a list of those with whom we’ve shared information ) . . ) o

- You can ask for a list (accounting) of the times we've shared your health information for six years prior to the date you ask, who we shared it with, and why. .

- We will include all the disclosures except for those about treatment, payment, and health care operations, and certain other disclosures (such as any youasked us to make). We'll provide
one accounting a year for free but will charge a reasonable, cost-based fee if you ask for another one within 12 months.

Get a copy of this privacy notice . . . . . . . . .
- You can ask for a paper copy of this notice at any time, even if you have agreed to receive the notice electronically. We will provide you with a paper copy \ promptly.

Choose someone to act for you . . . . . . . .
- If you have given someone medical power of attorney or if someone is your legal guardian, that person can exercise your rights and make choices about your health information.
- We will make sure the person has this authority and can act for you before we take any action.

File a complaint if you feel )rour rights are violated_ . . . . o

- You can complain’if you feel we have violated your rights bK contacting us using the information on this piece. . .

+ You can file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services Office for Civil Rights by sending a letter to 200 Independence Avenue, S.W., Washington, D.C. 20201, calling

- Provide mental health care and HIV treatment . o
If you are not able to tell us your preference, for example if you are unconscious, we may go ahead and share your information if we believe it is in your best
interest. We may also share your information when needed to lessen a serious and imminent threat to health or safety.

Incidental Disclosures
- Although we take reasonable measures to ensure your privacy, certain disclosures of your health information may occur incidentally. Example: Other patients may see your name on a sign-in
sheet, or you may overhear a physician's confidential conversation with another provider or patient.

The National Spine & Pain Centers (NSPC) network of practices does not maintain a hospital directory; as such, no patient information will be shared pursuant to the hospital directory exception. Further, NSPC
does not create nor maintain Psychotherapy Notes as described in this Notice.

The Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) controls how we will use your information. Certain states have enacted more stringent laws that supersede HIPAA standards. In these states, NSPC will
follow the additional requirements as follows:

New York Patients: NSPC shall make your medical records available to you for inspection within 10 (ten) days of receiving a written request. Reasonable copying and mailing costs may be imposed on such requests.
Virginia Patients: NSPC shall make your medical records available to you for inspection within 15 (fifteen) days of receiving a written request. Reasonable copying and mailing costs may be imposed on such requests.
Our Responsibilities: We are required by law to maintain the privacy and security of your protected health information. We will let you know promptly if a breach occurs that may have compromised the privacy or security
of your information. We must follow the duties and privacy practices described in this notice and give you a copy of it. We will not use or share your information other than as described here unless you tell us we can in
writing. If you can tell us, we can, you may change your mind at any time. Let us know in writing if you change your mind.
